Investigators say Dobbins sexually propositioned the child, arranged to meet hir
downt own Austin, and planned to travel wi
south Austin. When Dobbins arrived at the downtown meeting point, he encountered Cyber
Crimes Unit officers instead of an underage child.

Attorney General Abbottds Fugitive Unit
and other law enforcement agencies to pinpoint and arrest fugitives with a history of sex cri
against children who have violated parole or sex offender registration requirements. Parole
tions include failing to report to parole officers or being present in areas that might allow the
access to young children.

In 2003, Attorney General Abbott also launched the Cyber Crimes Unit, which targets onlin
predators by assuming the identities of young teenagers in Internet chat rooms.

National Study on Child Sexual Abuse conducted by the Ministry of Women and Child Development, UNIC
and Save The Children.

Itis a longhidden issue that India is finally beginning to wrestle with. The government moved recently to es
a National Commission for Protection of Children's Rights and plans are afoot to present an Offences Aga
Children (Prevention) Bill in the Parliament. The proposed document has specific sections dealing with va
crimes against children, including sale/transfer, sexual assault, sexual/physical/emotional abuse, commerq
exploitation, child pornography, grooming for sexual purpose, incest, corporal punishment, bullying and ed
exploitation.

The scale of abuse, according to the national study, is far worse than anybody had thought. It reports that
cent of al/l I ndian children are victims of phys
astounding abuse rate of 83.12 percent.

The survey, which involved interviews with 12,447 children, also highlights that it is usually family member
percent) who perpetrate such crimes and that more boys face physical abuse (72.61) than girls (65 per ce
Overall, Indian children were found to be victims of a slew of sexual-aramessodomy, exposure to
pornographic material, fondling, forcible kissing and sexual advances, among others.

The study also notes that child sexual abuse in India begins as early as five, ratchets up dramatically duri
prepubescence and peaks at 12 to 16 years. Some 21 percent of respondents acknowledged experiencin
sexual abuse like rape, sodomy, fondling or exposure to pornographic material. Ironically, 71 per cent of s
assault cases in India go unreported.

Nor is the study an aberration. As long ago as the mid 1990s, Samvagtajeammogntal organization in
Karnataka, surveyed girls aged 15 to 21 from 11 schools and reported that 47 percent of the respondents
molested or experienced sexual overtures, 15 percent of them under the age of 10. Another 15 percent sa
had experienced serious forms of sexual abuse includiddXagmcent of that group were under the age of 10
when the abuses took place.

I ndia is home to more than 375 million children
largest number of minors in any country in the world. Despite its ethosvafl@nce, tolerance, spirituality and a
new trilliondollar economy, India hosts the world's largest number of sexually abused children, at a far hig
than any other country. According to the World Health Organization (WHO), one in every four girls and on¢
every seven boys in the world are sexually abus

Worse, child abuse is one of the least documented violations in the country, records author Grace Poore i
book, The Children We Sacrifice, which deals with the wide prevalence of child sexual abuse in India.

The reasons are manifold. In India, much like the rest of Asia, children are expected to respect and obey &
figures such as teachers, guidance counselors and principals and not question their actions. Rebellion is




a sign of a bad upbringing. This sensibility perpetuates a culture of abuse by encouraging sexual predators.

Also, Indian adults often exercise a-featal hold over their children, demanding complete and unquestioned
obedience. A culture of silence and shame also swirls around cases of sexual violence against children. Ung
the notion of shame is the single | argest cul pri

Ironically, despite the magnitude of the problem, Indian courts offer little panacea to victims. In fact the only
recourse available to such victims is the extens
to children as well.

But, as authorities point out, rape | aws only re
pendent on medical evidence. Such evidence is difficult to procure as abuse is usually not one isolated case
whol e series of them. I't may even involve episod
sexual mol estation | aw covers all sexual offence
However, these two are bailable offences and only demand punishment of a maximum of two years in jail a
fine of few thousand rupees.

Though this | aw can be used in child sexual abus
for child victims to use this option as a legal remedy. Since the definition of sexual abuse is nebulous, victim
l'y at the mercy of the courtodés discretion.

And, even if he or she does, no one takes it se
That in turn triggers feelings of self doubt and
child matures, compulsive behavior reinforces this guilt. Small wonder that many adult sexual problems, acd
psychoanalysts, trace their provenance to childhood abuse.

Charol Shakeshatft, a statistics professor in the School of Education and Allied Human Services at Hofstra
New York, notes in her report, OEducator Sexual

Where then, does the solution lie? Educating and enlightening kids about such issues, helping them disting

bet ween 0gooddé and oOobaddéd touch, is a partial ans
sive decisions they may make under pressure from peers, bullies and abusers. Sex education in schools is {
productive. The Netherlands, a country where teenage pregnancy rates plummeted from 60 per cent to abo
cent through aggressive sex information campaigns in schools, is an example.

However, in India the issue of sexual abuse is still wedged between legal and policy commitments to childre
one hand, and the fallout of globalization on th
cision to introduce sex education in schools. The subject has divided opinion between camps who felt such

would lead to unnecessary experimentation by curious teenagers and others who believed it would help whi
cases of sexual abuse by creating widespread awareness.
