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The Attorney General's Office has just launched a new Teen Page for middle school and high 
school students. The new website complements the Attorney General Kids' Page launched in 
2006. 
 
Loaded with videos and real stories about real teens, the Teen Page tackles tough issues with 
direct answers and a positive outlook. The site offers sections on healthy relationships, how to 
be a leader and a smart consumer, and where to find help with a wide variety of issues, from al-
cohol and drugs, to gangs, bullies and dating violence. 
 
Content has been adapted from the Attorney General's award-winning Consequences curriculum 
on the juvenile justice system. This section presents information about careers in justice along-
side video interviews with real teen offenders in the system. "Know the Law" pages are designed 
to teach students the difference between harmless fun and illegal or dangerous behavior. 
The Teen Page also includes a section based on another award-winning Attorney General curric-
ulum for public schools. Parenting and Paternity Awareness (PAPA) teaches young people about 
the realities of parenthood. The papa curriculum offers support and helpful information for 
teenage and single parents while sending a clear message from the young parents themselves 
about the importance of waiting until they are ready to assume legal, emotional and financial re-
sponsibility for a child.
